My name is Lieutenant Daniel Haugen, I am the chairman of the Peace 
Officer Standards and Training Board. I am also the director of the 
North Dakota Law Enforcement Training Center and a lieutenant in 
the North Dakota Highway Patrol.

Expend funds to sponsor training for instruction of licensees, including up to fifty 
thousand dollars annually from fees collected by the board. 
 
This amendment’s purpose is to grant spending authority to fund 
training.   
The legislators have historically funded money for the purpose of peace 
officer training, which has been appropriated through the highway 
patrol budget.  This would give formal authority for the POST board to 
disseminate the funds through their grant process, which they’ve done 
for many years. 
 
The POST board operates by receiving funds through licensing fees.
